a) Dog Waste Bin 

It was reported that the additional bin had been erected on Wood Lane thanks to Cllr 
Williams for doing this. 

b) Highways 
The Clerk gave an update on the current issues, particularly the situation on Walnut Tree 
Lane. Cllr Gnyp asked Cllr Wray for his comments on the current situation and lack of 
action from Cheshire East Highways. Cllr Wray voiced his frustration on the budgetary 
constraints which meant that rural locations were being neglected. It was agreed that a 
letter should be sent to Cllr Laura Crane who is the current Cheshire East portfolio holder 
with responsibility for Highways.

a) The balance sheet dated 24th March 2021 was received.
